 Facts to Know Before Administering the Test 
 

ROSTER 
A printed Testgate Dashboard roster will be sent to you along with your test.  
Checked the roster and make any correction to it.  Update the roster by adding 
new students or marking students who have left your class.  
TEST ID 
Your test ID number will be on your Testgate Dashboard class roster. 
Student ID  
Your student ID number will be on Testgate Dashboard class roster. 

 
Note: Each class has a separate Test ID number that must be used.  
TEMPLATE CARD 
Before the test, create a Template Card for each test. Using a blank HALO form, fill in 
only the Test ID found on the Testgate Dashboard roster. Fill out teacher name, period 
and date. This is very important and will save time in having to research potential 
conflicts later. Fill in blanks from left-to-right. 
STUDENT HALO SHEET 
Each student will have a Thinkgate Halo Form. Fill out student name, grade, teacher, 
period, and date. Fill in Student ID number starting from left-to-right.  Bubble in student 
ID number. Fill out Test ID (found on Thinkgate Dashboard roster) start filling in left-to-
right. Bubble in Test ID number.

Types of Reports 
 
Statistical Analysis 
Provides detailed information regarding a single test.  Example: raw scores, 
percent, numbers of students in the percent ranges, and percentile.  This 
comes in a chart format that you can print a copy of by going back to the 
reports tab at the top and scrolling down to print view.  This report is good 
for analyzing 

a single test in a class. 
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Item Analysis 
Look at responses to items (questions) within the test.  Teachers can analyze 
item (questions) within the test.  Teacher can analyze question and what 
percentage of correct responses was given and how many chose each response.  
Teachers can also look at the details for questions to see how many chose what 
response.  This is helpful if large numbers are choosing a specific incorrect 
response.  This gives the teacher information needed to direct instruction.

Distractor Analysis 
 
This is the Christmas tree report (green and red). This report is great for 
identifying students individually and as a subgroup for a single test.  A fantastic 
tool for teacher collaboration and having students analyze data.  Red answers 
are wrong, green are correct and yellow were unanswered.  This is great 
overview report for how the class did as a whole and where problems are. 
Teachers can use this with students by creating an overhead (with names 
omitted) to look at problems as a class and also for teachers to use with 
differentiation.  Again, teachers can hyperlink to specific questions.  To print this 
report, go to the reports tab at the top of the page and scroll to excel print. It is 
several pages long that you can tape together. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Standard Analysis 
Responses on this report are tallied by standard for a single test and placed into a bar 
graph.  This allows teachers to know where they need to spend more time or less 
depending on the % correct. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Report Card by Standard 
This report can show comparisons by school, class, and teacher.  Student or 
demographics for teachers for multiple test.  This tool can be use identify 
strength of teachers and helping each other with those standards.  Example, it 
may just be a story that a teacher tells that “sticks” with the students so that they 

can master that particular 
standard.

Printing a Report 
Go to the Reports tab and scroll down to print view.  If you print a report 
that has bar graphs and the bars did not print there is an easy fix for this.  
Open Internet Explorer, Click on Tools, Scroll down to Internet Options, 
Click on Advance tab, Scroll down to Printing, check the box for Print 
background colors and images and click on Apply.  If you don’t have a color 
printer they will print is gray scale.
