Support Services for Children under age 3 
 
Babies Can’t Wait (BCW) is a program in Georgia that provides and coordinates supports 
for very young children who have disabilities or who have significant delays in their 
development. 
 
Who is Eligible? 
 
Babies Can’t Wait serves children from birth up their third birthday, regardless of 
income, who meets one of the following criteria: 

·  Have a diagnosed physical or mental condition which is known to result in a 
developmental delay, such as blindness, fetal alcohol syndrome, cerebral palsy, 
autism, Down syndrome, or Spina Bifida; or 

·  Have a diagnosed developmental delay confirmed by a qualified team of 
professionals. 

Or 
·  Children who are experiencing significant delays in their development may be 

eligible.  Example:  children who are very far behind their peers in learning to 
turn over, crawl, walk and talk, and children with emotional, speech, and hearing 
problems. 

 
Babies Can’t Wait (BCW) provides evaluation and assessment, at no cost to families, to 
determine eligibility and the scope of supports needed.
